Stacey Graves, Code
Enforcement Supervi-
sor said it was “a huge
turnout,” beginning
with residents lined
up over an hour before
the event began.

Collection was from
8 a.m. to noon but it
took until after 6 p.m.
for the vendor, Shiny
Queen, to collect all

the E-Waste material.

Residents brought
hundreds of TVs, large
and small that would
have cost them from
$10 to $25 to recycle
at a commercial site.
For this event the City
paid the reycling fee
for TVs.

Shred-It was the
paper shredding/recy-
cling vendor and their
truck was at capacity
by the end of the col-
lection time.

Graves said resi-
dents were very ap-
preciative of this event
and many asked when
the next one is sched-
uled.
