Recycling tonnage is up over 258%

Since the City be-
gan the new recy-
cling procedures 

in January of this year, 
over 810 tons of 
recycled ma-
terial have 
been diverted 
from the land-
fill and recycled 
by Waste Man-
agement and their 
affiliates. That’s 
about a 258% in-
crease over the 
same months in 
2010.

“The response of 
residents to our new 
recycling program 
has been amazing,” 
said Melissa Ste-
phens, Assistant City 
Manager. “We knew 
many residents were 
interested in recycling, 
but the participation 
rate and the volume of 
material being recy-
cled has exceeded our 
expectations.”

 Strong participation 
results in a substantial 
reduction of material 
going into the land-
fill, extending the life 
and reducing the cost 
of landfill acquisition. 
That helps keep down 
the cost of trash/recy-
cling collection for the 
community.
Single stream

The new trash/re-
cycling program in-

cludes single-stream 
recycling, which al-
lows residents to de-

posit paper, recyclable 
plastics, all colors of 
glass and all types of 
cans into one recep-
tacle.

The decision to pro-
vide 96-gallon recy-
cling carts has made 
it convenient for resi-
dents to recycle.
One day weekly

Realigning collection 
of trash and recycling 
on the same day has 
also help simplify the 
process for residents.

Residents are cau-
tioned to place only 
recyclable material in 
the yellow-lid carts. If 
the contents are con-

taminated with non-
recyclable trash Waste 
Management crews 
will not pick up recy-

cling.
Recyclable carts 

with yellow lids 
were provided to all 
residents. Similar, 
but all green carts 

for trash are avail-
able for a $2 monthly 
charge added to a resi-
dential water bill. To 
request a 96-gallon 
green trash cart, call 

972.291.5100 x1003.

Brush collection
Monthly brush/green 

waste collection allows 
residents to set out tree  
trimmings and yard 
waste at the curb.  Up 
to 10 cubic yards of 
material will be picked 
up from a a residence.

Thousands of pets 
die needlessly every 
summer from over-
exposure to heat. 

Dogs and most cats 
don’t take off their 
coats, and they don’t 
sweat like people do. 

Pets pant in order to 
dispel heat, but it isn’t 
a very efficient sys-
tem. Those with dark, 
heavy coats are much 
more susceptible to 
heat than others.

If your pet is sudden-
ly panting much more 
than usual see the vet 
immediately. 

Here are a few ways 
to keep it a little cool-
er:

• Encourage your 
pet to drink by giv-

ing it ice chips or ice 
cubes throughout the 
day. Many pets like 
crunching ice, and it 
helps get extra fluids 
into their systems.

• Get the cooling 
benefits of water, at 
least with dogs, by 
spritzing them with a 
hose or encouraging 
them to lie in a kiddy 
pool Even sprinkling 
the grass where they 
play will keep them a 

little cooler.
• Even on mild days, 

your pet’s coat traps a 
lot of heat and holds it 
next to the skin. Put-
ting your pet in front 
of a fan or, better yet, 
near an air condition-
er will circulate air 
through the fur and 
keep it cool.

Most importantly: 
Never leave your pet in 
a closed car with the 
windows rolled up.
