Wildfire plan protects
homes and property

The Cedar Hill Com-
munity Wildfire Pro-
tection Plan is a collab-
orative effort to reduce
the risk of wildfire
damage to homes and
property.

The lead planning
group is the Cedar Hill
Fire Department, part-
nering with the Tex-
as Forest Service to
educate homeowners
about wildfire protec-
tion in developments
where wildfire risk ex-
ists.

Unique to Cedar Hill
are some topographi-
cal and access prob-
lems that enhance the
wildfire issue.

Areas in Lake Ridge
have been identified to
conduct fuel reduction
projects to lessen the
danger.

The department will
conduct homeown-
er education and out-
reach programs about
fuel mitigation and de-

fensive space.

The agreement out-
lines several goals:

Identify wildland fuel
hazards in the com-
munity;

Identify major struc-
tures and other com-
munity assets needing
protection from wild-
land fires;

Prioritize citywide
fuel hazard and struc-
ture ignitability reduc-
tion needs;
